ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also submitted an estimate from Shalom Tree Service in the amount of $850.00 to remove two big trees away from two County bridges.  He also discussed a complaint regarding damaging a corner post on 850 Rd. between Yale & Anderson Rd. and informed the Commission that the damage was not caused by the County.  He also discussed ditching issues on 800 Rd.  He also showed the Commission the amount of nails, screws & metal that the new road magnets retrieved from Queen Rd. near the Landfill.  He informed that he is still in the process of acquiring bridge forms, as well as a semi-truck & trailer to replace the ones totaled & claims paid by EMC insurance.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the estimate from Shalom Tree Service in the amount of $850.00.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

HEALTH DEPT.  REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator inquired about the County hiring a WIC dietitian for a 5-County area.  He also informed the Commission that he was in the process of applying for $33,000.00 in grants from KDHE.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to authorize the Health Dept. to hire & oversee the WIC dietitian with all associated costs to be reimbursed by the WIC grant.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

WILSON MEDICAL CENTER REPORT:
Dennis Shelby, CEO & John Gutschenritter, CFO of Wilson Medical Center gave an update to the Commisison and submitted the 2014 budget and in-patient costs summary.  They also stated that they are working closely with the Fredonia Regional Hospital to help strengthen the services of both hospitals.

NOXIOUS WEED ANNUAL REPORT:
Steve Finley, Noxious Weed Controller, submitted the 2014 Annual Noxious Weed Eradication Progress Report for approval.

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the following with the Commission: the FirstNet Public Safety Broadband Network, annual 911 maintenance agreement renewals for Dispatch, a request to proclaim March as Kansas Agriculture Month, a request to appoint Evelyn Grady as Pleasant Valley Township Treasurer, and the monthly budget reports.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to proclaim March as Kansas Agriculture Month & March 18th as Kansas Agriculture Day in Wilson County.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.


ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to appoint Evelyn Grady as Pleasant Valley Township Treasurer to fill the unexpired term of Jim Grady.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
