Dan Bath, Sheriff and Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator met with the Commissioners. The following items were discussed: inmate population log of 45 inmates consisting of 5 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County and 3 inmates from Chautauqua County. He also inquired about the 2 new trucks which will be available for pick up Tuesday, April 24th. The Commissioners asked for an update on the firing range and cell phone contract.  The Sheriff informed that the shooting range was still under construction, and there was no cell phone contract.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed options for bridge weight limits with the Commission.  He also informed the Commission that the Treasurer’s office may incur overtime and may have to close during the lunch hour while employees are on medical leave.
