CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor, presented an estimate of $4,500.00 to repair the damaged back-hoe, and EMC insurance company paid approximately $5,300.00.  He stated that chip & seal asphalt repairs will start this week.  The Commission discussed road improvement options for Jade Road from K-47 to US-400.  He submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also requested a pay increase for Chelcia Lour from $9.27 to $10.00 per hour due to an increase in duties.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the pay increase for Chelcia Lour as requested. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator, presented bids for four new tires for the red Ford truck.  The bid from L&L Tire was the lowest price at $123.11 each and the Commission approved by consensus the purchase of four Firestone LT245/75R16 tires.  The Road & Bridge Dept. will mount the tires.  He also reported that the Lower 8 will have a booth at the County Fair.  He also stated that a $1,200.00 grant was received from the Kansas Health Institute for quality improvement process for immunizations.  He also announced that Influenza vaccine will arrive late July, early August.

Terry Lyons, Emergency Management Coordinator, gave an update on CERT.  He also will be attending a Homeland Security Exercise training this Tuesday-Thursday in Salina.  He also discussed Foreign Animal Disease (FAD) and reported that the 800 MHz radio testing has been postponed to July 31st.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator, presented the jail inmate census of 43 inmates, consisting of 6 from Sedgwick County, 1 from Montgomery County, and 2 from the City of Fredonia.  It was noted that a check from State Farm Insurance was received in the amount of $1,292.74 due to vehicle damage.  Warren Reynolds discussed the water heater boiler replacement, and presented a quote for $26,959.01.  An emergency vehicle permit renewal for Kirk Hartnett was also presented.
