September 12, 2011
The Board of County Commissioners, two members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator met in regular session at 3:00 p.m. in the County Commission meeting room.  Commissioner Lambert & County Clerk Rhonda Willard were absent from the meeting.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the county commission minutes of September 6, 2011 and the commission meeting agenda as amended. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Todd Durhum, Health Administrator, presented K.S.A. 65-201 pertaining to the appointment of the local health officer.  He informed that due to the passing of Dr. Mendiola, a new health officer needed to be appointed.  He explained that the statute allows counties with a population less than 100,000 may appoint the health administrator as local health officer with a licensed medical professional as a consultant.  He also informed that he had discussed this matter with Dr. Jennifer McKinney who is interested and willing to assist in this matter.
ACTION: Commissioner Richardson made a motion to appoint Dr. Jennifer McKinney as Interim County Health Officer until further information can be obtained.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Todd also presented the FY2012 WIC grant in the amount of $33,087.00 for approval.
ACTION: Commissioner Richardson made a motion to authorize the approval of the FY2012 WIC grant as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD AND BRIDGE REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted the weekly equipment repair expense report in the amount of $1,880.79.  He also discussed with the Commission tire purchases & repairs, and purchasing a tire bead-buster, which was approved by consensus.  He also discussed the purchase of 25,000 tons of road rock from the Nelson quarry at Benedict for $4.25 per ton totaling $106,250.00, which should last for approximately one year.  Following discussion, the purchase was approved by consensus, and an agreement with Nelson Quarries will be made for approval at the next meeting.  Also discussed were future equipment purchases, grader districts, and chip & seal asphalt road repairs.

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS REPORT:
Rick Brown, Emergency Manager, informed the Commission that he will be attending the KEMA conference on September 13th – 16th in Topeka.  He also presented information on the upcoming SEK Regional Coordination Exercise in Fredonia on November 16th, and the Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Annual Review meeting on September 29th.  He also informed that the CERT team received a grant in the amount of $5,450.00.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sheriff Dan Bath submitted the current jail inmate census report, August fees report, and process service report for August.  He also presented cost savings options from Advanced Correctional Care for review.  He also discussed the replacement of the LEC computer network server.  Further information & costs will be obtained before a final decision is made.

RESOLUTION #938:

At 5:30 p.m. Terry Sikes, Cobalt Boats, met with the Commission for a public hearing on their property tax exemption application for their business expansion.  Due to minor changes in the cost benefit analysis the previously approved Resolution #938 was submitted for amendment.  The previously approved proposal & agreement will remain the same.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to amend Resolution #938.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Flip Hutfles, Fredonia City Administrator, met with the Commission to request executive session to discuss matters of confidential data & trade secrets pertaining to the financial affairs of a corporation.
ACTION: At 5:40 p.m. Commissioner Walker made a motion to recess to executive session to discuss matters of confidential data & trade secrets pertaining to the financial affairs of a corporation for 15 minutes to include the Commission, Flip Hutfles, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  The regular meeting resumed at 5:55 p.m. with no action taken.

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a letter received from Dr. Erik Mitchell, Frontier Forensics, explaining that due to Shawnee County Commission budget cuts, they will be unable to continue their present partnership for forensic pathology services with Wilson County.
