The Board of County Commissioners, three members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.  Rhonda Willard, County Clerk, was absent.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the agenda as presented, and approve the minutes of July 27, 2015 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Kris Marple submitted a written report from Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor.  He reported that Buxton Road is temporarily closed to local traffic only while the two bridges are replaced.  He gave an update on ditching, culvert installations, mowing ditches & asphalt road repairs.  He also submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports, and motor grader logs.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sheriff Pete Figgins & Undersheriff Dana Moodie requested a $0.50 per hour pay increase for Brooke Taylor due to completion of her introductory period.  They also requested that the new light bar & siren for the 2015 Dodge Ram patrol truck, in the amount of $1,500.00, be paid from the county general capital outlay fund, which was approved by consensus.  The Commission inquired about an accident involving the new Dodge Ram patrol truck, the Sheriff informed them that Deputy Monty Magner was dispatched to a location where cattle were in the roadway, and while Deputy Magner was attempting to drive the cattle back into the pasture, he presumably drove over a cow in the ditch causing damage to the trucks fuel line.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the pay increase as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, further discussed the speed limit on Decatur Road with the Commission.  The Commission agreed to decrease the speed limit to 45 mph on Decatur Road from 1700 Road to the Coyville city limits.  He also presented the first draft of the FY2016 county budget to the Commission, consisting of a 9.185 mill increase due to the approximately $1.5M decrease in valuation.  The Commission instructed for proposed budget cuts to discuss at the next meeting.  He also submitted the SEK Regional Juvenile Detention Center Board quarterly report.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve Resolution #2015-009 altering the maximum speed limit on Decatur Road to 45 mph, from 1700 Road to the Coyville city limits.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

1. Jessica Porter, County Appraiser, reported that she is in the process of checking valuations.
2. Approved payroll in the amount of $108,248.44.
