The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the agenda, and approve the minutes of August 24, 2015 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

900 ROAD:

At 2:15 p.m. Lee Bracken and other concerned citizens met with the Commission regarding alleged damage to 900 Rd.  It was reported at the last Commission meeting on Aug. 24th by Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor, that damage had occurred to 900 Rd. between Harper Rd. & Edwards Rd. by a resident landowner.  Lee Bracken stated that this is what prompted his attendance at the meeting because he argued that the work he did on 900 Rd. did not cause damage, and claimed that Josh gave him permission to do so.  Josh reported that he measured the road crown at portions along 900 Rd., and that the road wasn’t as damaged as he thought.  The Commission agreed that Josh gave conflicting stories, and thanked Lee and the other citizens for their time to discuss the matter with them.  Furthermore, the Commission clarified that a right-of-way permit is required from the Road & Bridge Supervisor if a landowner wants to do work to a county road or in the county right-of-way, but the fee will be waived.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports, and motor grader logs.  He also gave an update on the status of the Buxton road bridge repairs, and that the consulting engineer approved the design plan.  He also reported on asphalt patching on Coyville Rd. to the county-line.  Commissioner Walker informed him of a request for mowing ditches in the Buffalo area, and asphalt patching on Buffalo Rd. North of Buffalo.

ACTION: At 2:58 p.m. a motion was made by Commissioner Walker to recess to executive session for 5 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to employee performance with Josh Anderson & Kris Marple present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Regular session resumed at 3:02 p.m. with no action taken.

WILSON COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL:

Dick Osterbuhr presented the 2016 health insurance renewal to the Commission with a 12.9% increase.  The plan will remain the same as 2015, and will be effective October 1st.

FY2016 WILSON COUNTY PROPOSED BUDGET HEARING:

At 4:00 p.m. Commissioner Lair opened the Wilson County FY2016 Budget Hearing.  Those in attendance were Extension Council members & other supporters of extension. They discussed their budget request with the Commission, requesting them to reconsider increasing their appropriation from $68,000.00 to $77,000.00.  After much discussion the Commission decided to leave the budget as proposed, but will further discuss additional funding for 2016 in January.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to adopt the FY2016 County Budget as proposed. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
